Assermbly and Annual Meeting in Porto, in particular after such extended
absence of Greece from WFFM meetings. | wish to believe that the internal
functional difficuliies of the Greek Federation have now been overcome,
and that we shall from now on signify our presence energetically and
creatively, within the spirit of the WFFM, as well as in the spirt of cooperation
inspired in us by the former president of the WFFIM, Greek Ambassador Mr.
Aristotle Frydas, who some years ago had so admirably, from his eminent
position, represented Greece. | should however like to bring to memory,
briefly, in order tc bridge the gap of years, the history of the Hellenic
Federation so as fo inform the new memibers of the World Federation,

On the inifiative of the Board of the Friends of the ever pioneering and
very important Benaki Museum, in the presidency of Mr.Nikos Rok-Melas,
and with the support of the unforgeftable G. Spentzas, in Novermber 1986,
in Athens, in collaoration with the WFFM, an infernational symposium was
organized on the subject "The Museum and its Friends: the problems con-
nected to a contemporary institution”. The organizing committee con-
sisted of Mrs. AAmandry, Mrs. Lila de Chaves representing the Board of the
Friends, A.Kalliges, I.Pesmatzoglou, E.Pyrlas and K.Tsamados. The sympo-
slum was placed under the auspices of the Ministry of Culture and its
Minister Melina Mercour, always remembered, honoured by the presence
of the president of the then FMAM, Mr. Edmund Bovey. That important
symposium was judged by the WFFM as most successful, also from the
point of view of parficipation, since dll agencies invelved had taken part:
professionals from museums (ICOM), collectors, executives of the Ministry
of Culture, as well as on the organizing side, since the reception given fo
visiting members was ireproachable.

We have additionally intensified our approach 1o the Ministry of Culture,
which demonstrates great sensitivity to matters relating fo the Athens Olym-
pic Games in 2004, also the cultural Clymiplad In thelr framework. It is in this
spirit that | would request the Meeting to accept my suggestion, that the
next-but-one Meeting and General Assembly be held in Athens in 2004, at
the end of spring or beginning of summer, shortly before the Clympic
Games, and in the universal Olympic spirit.”

| feel parficulary honoured and moved by my goed fortune to be able to
communicate with you as President of the Board of Friends once again
through the pages of the Friends’ Bulletin in its new format and also feel the
obligation to mention, even in a few words, the crowning event for Greek
cultural events, marked, at the advent of the Millenium, by the inaugura-
tion of the renovated Benaki Museum. Let us recall that one year earlier, on
Sunday 4 Jurne 2000, our Museum again opened its doors to the public,
which had great expectations after such lengthy works of improvements,
and that the first of the four days of splendid inauguration, in which all of
Greece rejoiced, was dedicated to the 'Friends’ of the Museum.
